Day X Arrive in New Delhi, India

A Motorcycle Expeditions representative will
meet and greet you at the airport IGIA, (Indira
Gandhi International Airport) and most flights
arrive around midnight. From here, you'll be
transferred by private bus or taxi to your hotel in
New Delhi for an overnight stay.

Day 2 Delhi to Shimla

(2000m 350 km8-9hrs) by

comfortable train
Check out early morning at 5 am and leave for
the impressive New Delhi Railway Station _You
will have breakfast in the train.  For lunch, there
are plenty stops along the way with lovely spicy
Indian fast food (Each individual is responsible for
their own snacks on this part of the journey).
After a long ride across the plain of Punjab
toward the foothills of the Pir Panjal Range in the
Inner Himalayan Region, we reach Shimla.
Dinher. and overnight stay at a hotel.

Day 3 Shimla to Sarahan

(2500m, 190km;8hrs)
We take a treé-lined, scenic road up to Narkand
(2500m) through a pine forest and then brush
past villages to join the Main road to Kinnaur,
Spiti and continue to Sarahan, the summer
capital of the Rampur Bushahr. Here we visit
the 1500 year old temple of goddess Bhimakali,
who is the presiding deity of the former leaders
of the former Bushahr state. < The temple also
presents us with a spectacular view of the
Shrikhand peaks. - Dinner and overnight stay at a
guest house.
